Discussion

Cytology is the branch of biology dealing with the morphology, structure, ultrastructure, life cycle, and
pathology of cells. Historically cytology has referred to the study of the microscopic appearance of cells and cell
structures, especially for the diagnosis of abnormalities and malignancies.

The function and life history of cells is discussed under the topic of cell biology.
